(B)    In 1994, Nelson Mandela was elected president of South Africa. This was a huge moment both for Mandela and for the country. Mandela had overcome many struggles. He fought against apartheid—a system of unfair treatment of black people in South Africa. He started a secret group to fight against the bad treatment of black people. In 1962, at 44 years old, he was arrested and accused of trying to overthrow the government. His punishment was to spend the rest of his life in jail. Despite people around the world fighting for him to be released, he wasn’t freed until 1990. He then became the leader of a political party that believed in equal rights. He won a Nobel Peace Prize in 1993 for his work.

It wasn’t until 1994 that all black South Africans were allowed to vote. That same year, South Africa had its first fully democratic election. Mandela ran for president—and won.
