John had spent eight peaceful minutes reading a Sogo catalogue (商品型錄) in his favorite room of the house. For eight whole minutes his mother had not reminded him to do his homework, and his brother had stopped kicking the toilet door, telling him to get out. But now it was time to go. John placed the magazine on the floor and reached over to the shelf beside him. There was nothing there except the catalogue. Feeling a sudden panic, John glanced around the bathroom. In the corner lay an empty plastic wrapper. It was only then that John realized that the family was entirely out of toilet paper. 


Like John, most people only think about toilet paper when they don’t have any. And this is a shame, because toilet paper is one of the most frequently used products in the world. The average person uses about fifty-seven sheets of toilet paper a day, which is more than twenty thousand sheets a year. 


Many people today can’t imagine what life would be like before toilet paper. Although some historical records reveal that Chinese emperors enjoyed using specially made sheets of toilet paper that was a meter long and almost as wide, common people had to make use of whatever was available nearby. Handfuls of leaves, fir cones (松果), stones, and corns were all used to perform the function now carried out by toilet paper. In some countries, people still eat meals with their right hand and wipe with their left. 


The first widely used toilet paper was old newspaper. Many people enjoyed reading the paper in the toilet, but as a cleaner, it was uncomfortable to use. Relief for people with sore bottoms came in 1857. Joseph Gayetty of New York City introduced the first widely available toilet paper, and he was so proud of his new product that he had his name printed on every single sheet! In 1883, toilet paper rolls were sold for the first time, and this type of toilet paper is now the most popular variety in the world. In some other countries, including Taiwan, toilet paper is supplied in packets of square sheets. 


Toilet paper has many uses outside of the toilet. Some of these uses are strange. For example, the United States army wrapped its tanks in toilet paper as a means of hiding them in the desert during the 1991 Gulf War. And very few people would believe that there are cars driving around with toilet paper in their engines. But it is true. The Frantz Company of America has produced an oil filter (濾油器) that cleans engine oil using a standard roll of toilet paper. The company suggests that car owners use two-ply toilet paper in the oil filter for the best results. 


But what about the future? Does toilet paper have a place in the bathroom of tomorrow? Toilet paper manufacturers (製造商) have recently experimented with using the hemp (大麻) plant to produce a cheap and good-quality alternative. Unlike regular toilet paper, paper made from the hemp plant does not require the use of chemicals in the manufacturing process, and an acre (英畝) of hemp plants will produce four times as much toilet paper as an acre of trees. Hemp paper production benefits both the environment and our bodies, as fewer chemicals are required to produce this material. For those who prefer not to wipe at all, cleaning machines based on the French bidet, which cleans with jets of water, are also becoming more popular.
