A library program in LA County, California, is providing book lovers with a creative way to pay overdue(逾期的) fines, the money people have to pay for returning books late. The program, called Read Away, allows young people to erase their late fines simply by reading in their local library. The target members of Read Away ages 21 and under, and the purpose is to encourage these readers to visit libraries more often.
